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QUICK TIPS ON WEATHERIZING YOUR TRAILER FOR WINTER!!!

Supply List:
Caulk: $2 - $5
Expanding Foam Spray: $4 - $7 (goes a long way per can)
Caulking Gun: $2 - $10
*** For a maximum of around $25, you can drastically improve the weatherization of your mobile home, and save some $$$ on your Electric bill!!!!!
TIPS:
· Go around the outside of your home and check for holes or gaps in the structure. Fill holes and gaps with expanding foam. (use sparingly because a little goes a long way)
· Fix any gaps or spaces in your skirting. The more cold air and wind that gets under your trailer, the harder it will be to keep warm.
· Check all windows and doors for gaps. Caulk around the frame of your windows and doors, inside and outside.
· Caulk around any place inside your home where the pipes or vents come through the floor. (This will also help keep pests out) Example: Dryer vent, toilet, water supply lines, main water line, etc.
· Check weather striping around doors and windows.
· Wrap water pipes with insulation. Several layers of newspaper will also work for this. Use duct tape to keep newspaper in place. This will help keep your water heater from having to work too hard to heat up the cold water, and will also prevent freezing during those hard freeze temperature.
· Make sure that all widow units are properly sealed and insulated. You can also use newspaper or weather stripping to fill these gaps.
These are some easy ways to keep the cold air out and the warm air in. Keeping your trailer warm will make for a more enjoyable winter season. Taking these few steps will also help keep your electricity bill down.

Weather stripping: $4 - $10/roll
Foam Pipe insulation: About $2/6’ length
